Arab legion intelligence sources

in Jordan last iteek insisted they
had information tbe Israeli high
command was planning an attack
on remote Egyptian positions
which bar vraffic through the Gull
of Aoaba to the Israel port of
Hlatfa. And one usually well-in-
formed Western source also point
•d to the gulf as the point which
tmgnt toucb off Hgbung.

This view is tbat if tbe Israelis
attacked Egyptian positions along
th« gulf—on Israel's long standing
claim it had tbe nght to protect
international shipping — Nass;r
would be obligated to keep his
young army officers in line by or-
dering an attack elsewhere on the
Israeli border. This :n turn, could
lead to counter- retaliation by the
Israelis.
