KOSLEA, Northern Ireland, Nov.
26—fA?) Pajarra-clad policemen
fought off about a dozen raiders
identified by authorities as mem-
bers of the Irish Republican Army
(IRA) today in a pre-dawn gun bat-
tle 200 yards from the Irish Repub-
lican border. One policeman was
critically wounded. j

The terrorists threw a bomb into j
toe Royal Ulster constabulary po-j
lice barracks here and then opened !
up with machinegun fire. The po-'
licemen tumbled out of bed to re-
turn the fire. After a blazing, half-
hour exchange, the raiders , fled
across th*1 border into the Irish Re-
publk-, without casualties.

Police said the raiders \vere of-
ter arms and ammunition stored in j
the barracks. They prot none, and
left" behind a machinejrun, an Am*
erican-type automatic and a tear
g»a pistol.

The battle awakened the 250 vil-
lagers of Roftlea, which is practic-
ally on the border separating the
Irish Republic from the six counties
of Northern Ireland which are part
of the United Kindom.

The borr.b wrecked part of the
barracks and blew a hole in one
wall. Constable George Knowles
was dug out of the wreckage suf-
fering- from bullet wounds. The hos-
pital placed him on the dangrer list.

The outlawed IRA has been wag-
ing- a campaign of terrorism in
Northern Ireland and England in
an attempt to drive the British out
of Northern Ireland.

Later the Ira disclaimed any con-
nection with the raid. The follow-
ing- letter was handed to Dublin
newspapers:

"We wish to state that the Irish
Republican Army had no connec-
tion with the incident of Roslea,
County Fermanagh, this morning
and no ir ember of the army was
involved." It was signed by D. Mac-
diarmida Vno identified himself as
adjutant general.
