Fishbein naturally read the
message with ease. At the third
trick £« led a spade, and Root won
with the ace. Root thereupon re-
turned A third round of clubs for
Fishbein to ruff, defeating the con-
tract.

At most table*, the East player
failed to signal in this manner. At
these tables, therefore. West led a
diamond ax the. third trick, and
declarer succeeded in making hla
contract. There declarers won the
diamond ret'uru. drew trumps, and
discarded dummy's losing *pade on
the extra diamond.
