"Wide Wide World." which wan-

dered across the water to Cuba last
November, will traveree eome more
Atlantic ocea:n on Sunday, Jan. 29,
to visit the British Crown coloniea
of Bimini and Cat Cay in the Ba-
hamas.

In order to brine these first con-
trolled telecasts from an overseas
British possession to the United
States. "Wide Wide World" will
have to build the equivalent of a
television station on Bimini. There
are no transmitter* on either in-
land—not even a telephone on Bi-
mini.

The NBC-TV program'* live cam-
eras will show United States view-
ers what life is like in a realm
where millionaire sportsmen cast
for tuna, rnalin, wahoo, amberjack.
horse-eye jack, and proupers (all of
these, for the benefit of non-mil-
lionaires and non-sportsmen, are
fish). The waters off these ishnds
are regarded as the best bis game
fishinp territory in the w'orld. The
cam»ra« will even 20 underwater
to show the f ish, along with skin
diver.».

On Cat Cay. the entirety of which
i<! an exclusive resort, Louis Wasey,
the owner, will step before the
cameras to tell about his inland.
Here, too, a calypso band will per-
form.

The island-; are located some 50
miles east of Miami and eome 200
yards east of the Gulf Stream. Bi-
mini is five miles long and 200 yards
wide and Cat Cay is two miles
long and 200 yards wide.
