have that he or she may catch it.
Now. please, folks, learn this lit-

tle lesson, if not for your own sake
then for the sake of children in
your environment. Even if you still
harbor the notion that t r i f l ing "ex-
posure" to cold, damp, draft, sud-
den change, insufficient clothing
or similar discomforts "lowers re-
sistance ("resistance." by the wav,
is undefinable in medical term*,
and it should not he confused
with immunity), you must at least
udmit that such respiratory infec-
tions as measles, scarlet fever,
diphtheria and infant i le paralysis
are spread in the moisture spray c.f
cough, sneeze or conversation.

Give the children B break. If you
have anything at nil resembling
the C R T , don't be a stinker. Wear

suitable mask, or at, least cover
your coughs and sneezes and at
least f'v» feet away from any one
with whom you talk, for the droplet
spray range of polite conversation
is less than five feet, usually only
two or three feet.

Instructions for mak ing and
using two kinds of mask are giv-
en in Little Lesson No. 5. Call it C
R I. for which send 35c and stamn-
e.d. self-addressed envelope. It
should be an inflexible rule in
every veil regulated household tha t
any one who has the slightest
symptoms of the C R I shall im-
mediately don a mask and wear il
constantly for at least 24 hour*, or
longer, for the protection of other

members of the fami lv , p a i t i c u l a r l y
the young ones.
