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AS THAW SETS IN
LONDON, Feb. 5 (AF)—The

great thaw sot in today over much
of shivering Europe hut. thft tail end
of the country*j -worst cold wave
brought continuing hardship to mil-
lions of families.

The known death toll climbed to
147 on the sixth day of the now sub-
siding Siberian blasts which wreak-
ed millions of dollars in damage
across Europe, even down to the
sunny Mediterranean.

The deep freeze persisted in
France and Italy. Moscow reported
sinking sub-zero temperatures and
primary school children there were
warned to stay home.

Plumbers Benefit
In thawing Britain the loud noise

was the drip, drip, drip of water
seeping from burst frozen pipes in-
to thousands of homes. Only the
plumbers seemed to be benefiting
from temperature readings which
soared into the upper 40s during the
day.

Deaths attiibuted in one way or
another to the weather were count-
ed as follows: France 42, Britain
36, Italy 20, Denmark 11, Germany
10, Turkey 10, Austria 5, Holland 4,
Switzerland 4, Yugoslavia 2,-Spain
2 and Belgium 1.

Temperatures in northern Ger-
many were rising but still around
freezing point. In the south, it was
snowing. Scores of families at Vil-
shofen in Bavaria remained home*
less after an ice jam on the Danube
caused an overflow that inundated
250 homes. American and German
rescue crews were trying to reach
cut-off homes as the water receded.

Swedes See Sun
In Sweden, Stockholm enjoyed a

brief look at a bright sun shortly
after noon. Snow continued to fall
on the northern half of the country
and the mercury dropped to 10 be-
low. The Weather Service warned
Swedes to brace for cold weather
for at least another few days. The
ice-jam in Denmark's waters began
to ease as temperatures rose to
around the freezing point.

In Greece, blizzards foiled at-
tempt1! by army planes to drop.food
supplies to snowbound villages in,
the northeast. Pilots reported see-
ing -packs of wolves ravaging
through the outskirts of several vil-
lages.

GRAHAM TOUR HAILED

NEW DELHI, India, Feb. 5 (AP)
—Billy Graham's tour of India was
described today as successful in
stirring new religious interest
among Christians in this largely
Hindu country.

This view was expressed by In-
dian and foreign church leaders,
diplomats and other observers, re-
garless of whether they agree orjaot
with his message. Graham has com-
pleted the third week of his visit

Graham, holding his second pub-
lic meeting ,in New Delhi today,
drew about 15,000' to the 'lawns of
the local YMCA, where he deliver-
ed his plea for rededication to
Christ. Graham told his audience—*
which included many Americans
and some diplomats—that he came
to India "to learn something, In-
dian history shows you are sensi-
tive to spiritual movements and an-
swers to the world's problems is
spiritual and not material."

Your Money's Worth
By Sylvia Porter

How You Can Save Money on Your Income Tax—XI
' (la collaboration with the Research Institute of America)

When the New York Stock Exchange in a couple of
months reveals the resuUs of its latest nose-count of stock-
holders in our land, the chances are the census v;ill show^an
army of American stockholders approaching' or even exceeding
an all-time high of 9,000,000.

Taxation of profits and dividends^
on stocks thus is becoming of in-
creasing importance to millions.
Here are vital guides.

QUESTION: I own some stocks
and received dividends on them in
1955. Exactly what does the law
say I should do?

ANSWER: As a stockholder, you
get two tax breaks: a dividend EX-
CLUSION and a dividend CREDIT.
Specifically:

You omit from
the income you
report f o r 1955
the first SCO of
dividends you re-
ceived. If y o u
own stock jointly
with your wife
and each of you
received $50 or
£n o r e in divi-
dends,- e a c h of
you may claim up
to $50 — regard-
less of whether SYLVIA POHXEB
you do or do not file a joint return.

In other words, if both of you
received dividends, you may ex-
clude from your income up to $100.

In addition to this dividend ex-
clusion, 4 per cent of any divi-
dends you received over the exclu-
sion in 1955 may be credited against
the taxes you owe. This total tax
credit, however, may not exceed
4 per cent of your taxable income
in 1955.

QUESTION: As an illustration,
say my wife and I received $300
in dividends in 1955 on jointly
owned stock—in four $75 install-
ments paid to us on March 15, June
15, Sept. 15 and Dec. 15. How would
we figure the tax?

ANSWER: On your 1955 re-
turn, you w o u l d report only
$200 of the $300 you received in
dividends, for e a c h of you
would be entitled ta a $50 divi-
dend exemption or a total of
$100. This $100 you would ex-
clude and so you would report
only $200 of the $300 you re-
ceived.
Now you can take a 4 per cent

credit against the $200. which
comes to $8. After you figure your
tax, you may reduce your tax by
that $8.

The angle most people haven't
grasped is that this 4 per cent of
your dividend income may be taken
AS A DIRECT CREDIT against

stantial total of your income from
dividends, this clause can result
in really major tax savings for you.

QUESTION: I bought some stock
last May and sold it in December
at a profit. Do I pay regular in-
come tax on the profit?

ANSWER: No. Since you held
the stock for more than six months
before you sold it, your profit id
a "long-term capital gain." This
means that only half of your profit
is counted as taxable income—and
the other half is entirely tax-free.
The rate of tax on the taxable half
can't go up higher than 50 per
cent, even though your income is
big enough to push you over that
rate bracket

QUESTION: I received and sold
some American Telephone and Tel-
egraph company rights in 1955. Are
these taxable?

ANSWER: Yes, but as a cap-
ital gain and not as fully tax-
able ordinary income. You will
be considered to have held the
rights from the time you first
bought the original stock on
which the rights were issued.
Thus, if you had already held
the stock for more than six
months, you can treat the profit
on the rights as a long-term
capital gain even though you
sold the rights immediately
after you received them. This
is important because as a long-
term capital gain only half your
profit is taxable.
QUESTION: How do I figure the

profit on my rights?
ANSWER: You generally have

two choices. You can either treat
the entire sales price as the profit
or you can allocate part of the
cost of the original stock as the
cost of the stock right and reduce
your profit accordingly.

QUESTION: During 1955, I re-
ceivsd a stock dividend on my
shares. Is this taxable?

ANSWER: No, Stock dividends
are free of tax.

QUESTION: If I sold the stock
dividend, do I report the profit
as a dividend?

ANSWER: No. The gain would
be treated as a capital gain and
as in the case of the sale of a stock
right, the stock dividend would be
considered as held from the time
you bought the original shares.
