This way; the first fruit of the
economic policy party boss Nikha
Khrushchev Hnd Premier J3ulganin
laid down when they took over
from Georgi Malenkov: "Heavy in-
dustry first/1 guns and excavators
instead of butter.

Soviet labor's prospects for 1966
Aren't very pleasant either. Prices
for Kuasia's most vital food—pota-
toes—Are virtually certain to more
than double during the year. Still
more belt-tightening appears to be
in order as the Kremlin drives the
nation forward in new, immense
strides to equip the nation by 1960
to make economic warfare on the
West.

Here is the 1955 economic pic-
ture, as outlined by official Soviet
statistics:

The average industrial worker
produced eight per cent more in
1954. The average " construction
\vorker did 10 per cent better.

While the total wage and salary
bill of the USSR rose about three
per cent, the number of earners
•went up about the same — more
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than two par c*nl. Thus the aver-
age w»jf* or salary, in money or

goods, remained in 1965 about
th* same as in 1954.

Industrial output rose 12 ppr
cent. National income was up 10
per cent. But retail trade climbed
only five per cent. Out of the total
pi eduction increase, only a frac-
tion went to the population in the
form of more goods they could use.
The overwhelming: rest was left in
the hands of the state for capital
investment and armament,

And 1955 was the first year since
2947 that the Soviet government
did not proclaim a general reduc-
tion in the retail prices it charges
consumers. The official explanation
is tfhat the total price cuts under
the five-year plan had already been
given in previous years.

Prospects for 1956 are made
gloomier by the recent government
order increasing the price the re-
gime will pay to producers of pota-
toes and vegetables. Previous state-
ments of Soviet leaders indicate
this increase must be passed on to
the consumer. It will cost the work-
ers a lot of money if it is, al-
though it will put more in the
farmers' pockets.
