WASHINGTQN-—Music, by ra-
dia, piang, angd phopograph, is
morg prevalent in the village
nomes of New England than in ony
olher region, with the north cen-
fral and middle Aflantic states
second, if 130 villages picked as
representative are truly typical.
But the radio, will its sym-
phonies and swing-time, leads all
instruments, although it entered
American  family life less than
iwo decades ogo.

In 14 Massachusefls and Ver-

mont villages, 93.4 per cent of the
743 homes questioned by the U. S.

department of agriculture's bureau
of home economics had radios.

In 46 wvillages in Wisconsin,
Michigan, Illinois, Towa, Pennsyl-
vania, and Ohio, 83 per ceni of
the 3,042 families questioned had
radios. The 1,471 families in 24
California, Cregon, and Washing-
